(academic) score required for all the programmes selected. Most
HEIs require a score of 6.5 overall, but some require a higher
overall score, or specific scores within each band.

Identified University/College: Relevant course in a Higher Education Institution in Ireland from
the approved Irish Aid course list.
Commitment - Be able to demonstrate a strong commitment to the

development of their home country.
- Be able to take up the fellowship in the academic year for
which it is offered.
